(Mark 11:25 "Whenever you stand praying, forgive, if you have anything against anyone, so 
that your Father who is in heaven will also forgive you your transgressions.” 

Penguin Ohhh, I’m so mad! I’m so mad! (cringing and covering head) 

Octopus What’s the matter, Pengie? 

Penguin My brother broke my dolly and I am MAD. (shakes) 

Octopus Oh, that’s too bad. 

Penguin My brother is the one that’s bad, bad, bad! (jumping up and down) 

Octopus You’re really upset, huh? 

Penguin I am so mad I am going to turn into a big ball of fire and burn up the 
whole world!!! Ahhhhhh!!!! (running around as if on fire)  Hot, hot, hot!! 

Octopus Wow, you are angry. 

Penguin I’m so angry I could smash all my brother’s toys and hit him and scream 
for twenty-hundred-million years!!!! (writhes, groans and falls down) 

Octopus (stands over her) I’m sorry you’re feeling so upset. 

Penguin Oooh, I hurt myself getting so mad. (clutches her head) 

Octopus That doesn’t seem right, does it? 

Penguin What doesn’t seem right? 

Octopus Your brother hurt you already by breaking your doll. You shouldn’t hurt 
yourself even more. 

Penguin (melodramatically) But how can I stop all this bad feeling inside me. I feel 
like I’m going to do something bad, myself! 

Octopus You need to forgive your brother, just like Jesus forgives everyone. 

Penguin Why does Jesus forgive us? 

Octopus Because He loves us. He died on the Cross to save us from our sins. He 
suffered for us to pay for everything we’ve ever done wrong. 

Penguin Did He pay for my brother breaking my doll? 

Octopus Yes, He did. 

Penguin Did He pay for me being so angry? 

Octopus Your feelings are not a sin. You’re not doing anything wrong by being 
upset. 

Penguin But I feel like doing something bad to my brother! 

Octopus Feeling is not the same as doing. If you DO something bad, that would be 
a sin. Then you’d be hurting yourself even more.
