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Talk About Manners Puppet Show 

[Related to treating each other with respect] 
Duck Quack, quack. 
Crab Oh, hello. 
Duck Hello, quack. 
Crab How are you today? 
Duck Fine, quack.  How are you?

(Steals another look)  But every time we say something, HER LIPS 
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MOVE. 
Duck (both gasp, trembling)  Let’s give her the hairy eyeball. 
Crab Yeah.  On the count of three.  One.  Two.  Three.  (They turn in 

unison.  Puppeteer looks away and whistles, nonchalantly.  They 
turn back.) 

Let’s try it 
again.  One.  Two.  Three.  (They turn again, she looks the other 
way, same routine) 

Crab Man, that’s spooky.

Crab Yeah, wow.  (crawls sideways)  Hey, I’m sorry about the cracks I
